Intent

The overarching aim of the music curriculum is for students to develop an appreciation for,
and enjoyment of, music, however they choose to access it post-KS3. In addition, our music
curriculum is also designed to develop both interpersonal and intrapersonal skills. Students will
be given a number of opportunities throughout the various stages of the curriculum to
develop these skills, and the curriculum is sequenced in a way that builds upon prior
knowledge to equip learners with the correct substantive knowledge and disciplinary
knowledge required for the next stage of their learning or further academic study.
Throughout the curriculum, students are given opportunities to develop an understanding of
a range of different instruments and are able to learn the techniques required to perform or

compose using them.

Our curriculum is broad, balanced, and diverse, with students applying their understanding
of key musical terminology to genres and styles of music from different cultures and time
periods. When planning our curriculum, we have taken into account the key factors outlined
in the Department for Education’'s Model Music Curriculum, and found that our curriculum is

equally as aspirational in promoting the development of musical skills.

Our curriculum is designed fo incorporate the three components usually found within key
stage four and five curriculum; Performing, composing, and listening and appraising.
Throughout the curriculum, students are developing skills based on these three components

and are assessed accordingly on them.



The music curriculum aims to provide students with the opportunity to become better
musicians whilst also being able to express themselves and develop a range of skills which

are transferable into the wider school curriculum.
